B The tourist guide’s name and the last day of the validity
period will be printed on the Hong Kong Disneyland
Tourist Guide Pass, which is valid for one year from
the issue date. The Pass can be purchased at the main
entrance of Hong Kong Disneyland.

B Tourist guides with a valid Hong Kong Disneyland
Tourist Guide Pass will be able to use the Ticket Tag
system.
