or via the "Sohu" portal website. All the votes were counted and verified by
The Hong Kong Polytechnic University, and the guide chosen by tourists
to be their favourite was Ms Yip Lee Ming, followed by nine other
guides Ms Chi Man, Ms Leung Chun Mui, Ms Xu Huixin, Ms Choi
Siu Wai, Ms Tsang Fung Ping, Ms Yeung Lai Fan, Ms Shing Wai, Mr
Tung Hong Lam and Mr Lip Pai Yat. The award presentation ceremony
was held on 12 June at the 23rd International Travel Expo Hong Kong.
