論壇以「連繫『一

帶一路』，匯聚粵港澳大灣區優勢」為主題，

吸引了一千多名政府官員、旅遊部門代表及旅

遊業界人士參加，他們來自大灣區九個內地城

市、澳門、多個內地省份，以及包括「一帶一

路」國家在內共三十四個國家。

省副省長許瑞生先生、澳門社會文化司司長譚

The first-ever international convention focus-
ing on the huge potential for tourism made 
possible by the Belt and Road (B&R) Ini-

tiative and the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao 
Greater Bay Area (Greater Bay Area) was suc-
cessfully held on 12 December this year. The 
Hong Kong International Tourism Convention, 
jointly organised by the Hong Kong Government, 
the Hong Kong Tourism Board and the TIC, provid-
ed a premier platform for participants from around 
the world to exchange views on leveraging the 
vast tourism potential of the B&R Initiative and the 
Greater Bay Area development.

Themed “Leveraging Belt and Road Initiative 
& Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay 
Area Development“, the Convention attracted over 
1,000 government officials, representatives of tour-
ism authorities and trade members from the nine 

mainland cities of the Greater Bay Area, Macao and a number of main-
land provinces, as well as 34 countries, including the B&R countries.

The Chief Executive of Hong Kong, Mrs Carrie Lam, delivered an 
opening address at the Convention, followed by addresses from Mem-
ber of the Leadership of the Ministry of Culture and Tourism of China, 
Mr Yu Qun; the Vice Governor of Guangdong Province, Mr Xu Ruish-
eng; the Secretary for Social Affairs and Culture of Macao, Dr Alexis 
Tam; and the Executive Director of the World Tourism Organisation, Mr 
Zhu Shanzhong.

Following the opening session were two plenary sessions, mod-
erated by Bloomberg TV Anchor Ms Yvonne Man. The first one was 
about the implications of the B&R Initiative on the development of inter-
national tourism and how to leverage its opportunities, with speakers 
including the Secretary for Commerce and Economic Development,

Mr Michael Colglazier; the Chief Executive Officer of the West Kow-
loon Cultural District Authority, Mr Duncan Pescod; and the Associate 
Dean and Chair Professor of Tourism, and Mr and Mrs Chan Chak Fu 
Professor in International Tourism of the School of Hotel and Tourism 
Management of the Hong Kong Polytechnic University, Professor Song 
Haiyan. After the two plenary sessions, a keynote luncheon was held, 
at which the Financial Secretary, Mr Paul Chan, delivered a speech.

Apart from the Convention on 12 December, a series of local visit 
programmes to tourism attractions and infrastructures were arranged 
from 11 to 13 December for the guests in order to show them the op-
portunities brought by Hong Kong’s connectivity.
