Local tour groups should avoid gathering and boarding
coaches in the Tsim Sha Tsui area (especially Salisbury Road
Westbound Promenade and Hankow Road area). Please

consider other locations such as the Hong Kong Island area.
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West Kowloon
Cultural District

Currently, there are designated pick-up/drop-off areas for
coaches on Austin Road West, Museum Drive, and within the

West Kowloon Cultural District. No parking is allowed.

After drop-off, coaches can proceed to the metered parking
spaces on Hoi Wang Road (near West Kowloon Bus
Terminus) or the West Gate Open Car Park of the West
Kowloon Cultural District to wait for the tour guide to gather

all tour members before picking.

Illegally parked coaches in that area will be prosecuted

immediately.

Public transport operators will closely monitor
the demand travelling to and from the West
Kowloon Cultural District and adjust the
schedules as appropriate to accommodate the

traveling needs.

After dropping off passengers at Shanghai Street, Soy Street,
Fa Yuen Street, Sai Yeung Choi Street, and Tung Choi Street,
coach drivers should drive to nearby car parks or metered
parking spaces for waiting. There is a designated
pick-up/drop-off area for coaches across from the Newport
Cinema at Soy Street.
